17-37.

7. What events is Christ foreshadowing in verses 20-29?

8. Why has the Father entrusted Christ to judge who gains eternal life and who does not?
Verse 22, 23.

9. What is Christ saying in verses 25-29?

10.  List those things that Christ tells us testify to who He is. Verses 30-47.
