4. The Lord prophesies the destruction of a number of cities and peoples surrounding Israel in 
verses one through eight. Who does God use to accomplish this? See Daniel 7:6; 8.

5. What event do verses nine through thirteen describe?
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6. What does verse ten mean about God cutting off the chariot from Ephraim and the war house 
from Jerusalem and how does this relate to the rest of this verse?

7. Compare verse ten to verse thirteen.

8. What does verse eleven mean to you?

9. What event do verses fourteen through seventeen describe? See also, Matthew 24:27; 28:3; 
Revelation 21:1.
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
